Secondary School Girls Grand Prix — For year 7 girls. Five central venue ‘grand prix’ style tournaments.
Teams accrue points at each tournament to determine County winner. Organised by Cambridgeshire FA.

Girls District Tournament — for under-14 girls (yr 8 and 9). One off district 7-a-side tournaments. Organised
by Competitions Managers.
